
 

Under Michigan law you are eligible to register to vote at your permanent address, meaning that 
your voter registration must match your driver license or your Michigan ID card.  If you are  
attending a university you may be temporarily living at a different location.   
 

In order to have your vote counted NOVEMBER 2ND you will need to do one of the following: 
 

1. Change the address on your driver license and register to vote at your current address by  
October 4th. 

2. Travel to and vote at the address where you are currently registered to vote. 
3. Vote by absentee ballot. 

 

The bottom of this form is an application for an absentee ballot.  Complete this form and mail it to 
the city or county clerk for the location where you are registered to vote (see reverse side).  You will 
then be sent an absentee ballot. 
 

It is important that on November 2nd AFT Michigan members vote for candidates who support our 

issues.  We have the opportunity to elect Dennis Denno and Colleen McNamara for the 

MSU Board of Trustees, two people who will be supportive of GEU and UNTF issues.  We
